Allen Boy’s Soccer Rules and Procedures
The goal and vision of the AISD athletic staff is to provide the student-athletes with the opportunity to understand and exhibit: teamwork, dedication, commitment, as well as, the lifelong value of a hard work ethic.

Secondly, the unselfish “team first” attitude will be expressed and reinforced. Thirdly, student-athletes will be encouraged to participate in multiple sports. Athletic staff will encourage and facilitate making this opportunity available to those who wish to participate in multiple sports.

As the new soccer season begins, it is important that players and coaches come to common agreement as to the rules and regulations, which will be in effect for the entire season. All of the guidelines set forth by the Allen ISD athletic department will be enforced as well as the following.

APPEARANCE/EXPECTATIONS

1. You are requested to dress properly as you represent yourself and the soccer program.

2. No jewelry will be allowed on the soccer field.

3. Hair must be kept neat at all times.

4. Wear practice attire properly at all times. (Hats, shirts, socks, etc.)

5. You will be completely dressed, including shoes and socks, when leaving the locker room. Take pride in yourself!

6. No shower shoes, sandals or other footwear will be worn. Tennis shoes and spikes will be allowed at

practice and games.

CLASS BEHAVIOR/ GRADES- ELEGIBILITY

1. Your primary responsibilities are your eligibility and your behavior.
2. Soccer athletes are required to pass all classes. If an athlete fails 2 consecutive 9 weeks, he will be removed for the soccer program.
3. Tutuorials are allowed after school during the fall semester and before school during the spring semester. Tutorials are required if an athlete has a 69% or below on a progress report and/or report card.  They will attend tutorials twice a week until the grade returns to a 75% or above.
ON-FIELD CONDUCT

1. You will conduct yourself in a first-class manner at all times.

2. Do not dispute a referee’s call. Ejections due to verbal conflicts may lead to an automatic one game

suspension and conditioning.

3. Players will not be involved in conversations with parents, friends or others during workouts or games.

This will lead to removal from the game and/or practice.

4. Player’s will play to the best of their ability with class and dignity.

TRAVEL PROCEDURES

1. Players will report to the coaching staff no later than 15 minutes before departure time or may not play in the game.

2. All athletes will depart and return on school approved transportation.

EXCEPTIONS :

1. If the athlete makes the coach aware that he is riding home with a PARENT before the

game and the parent makes contact with the coach before leaving the game. A written note should

be provided for AISD liability purposes.

2.Emergency situation – accident or injury.
ATTENDANCE OF WORKOUTS If for some reason, you will be absent or late for a practice you will need to personally talk with or call one of the coaches. This contact needs to be done by 10:00am so that workout schedules can be adjusted.

Unexcused absences can not be tolerated. Unexcused absences will lead to disciplinary action from the

coaching staff. This action can be extra conditioning, game suspension and, if habitual, removal from the program.

Absences need to be cleared with coaches. Spring Break, holiday break and Saturdays are not excuses to miss workouts. Doctor’s appointments should be after school (not during the soccer period) for the fall semester and during the soccer period in the spring semester.

INJURED PLAYERS

Injured players will be required to attend all practices and games while undergoing rehabilitation treatment. All players who experience sickness or pain must report it to the training staff.   If a player must stay at home due to sickness, he should call the coaching staff 
TRAINING RULES

The possession or use of alcohol and illegal drugs is a serious offense. Any occurrences of this nature will be handled in accordance with Allen High School Student Handbook or the Extracurricular Drug Use Prevention Program and may be removed from the program.

MISCELLANEOUS

AISD will provide a locker for each player. Each locker must be locked with a AISD issued lock or one approved by a coach. AISD will not be responsible for lost items when the locker is unlocked.

Cell Phones – Cell phones are not allowed to be on during away games. If a phone is used during a game the phone may taken up.  Cell phones will not be allowed at practice or at home games.  They must be left in the player’s locker.  
CONFLICTS WITH POLICY OR PERSONNEL

This section is included for conflict resolution purposes between PLAYER and COACH or

PARENT and COACH. Any conflict with soccer rules or soccer personnel should be handled in accordance to the following protocol:

1. Meet with that coach directly at a mutually appointed time. (Not after a game or practice)

2. All 3 parties will be present for parent meeting (coach, parent, and player).
