# 2 pencils or mechanical pencils 
1 pkg. 7” 12 count colored pencils  
1 pkg. washable, colored markers (wide tip, 8-count) 
1 large box (hypo-allergenic, scent-free) of facial tissues (give to Prime Time Teacher) 
1 spiral wide-rule notebook with 3 hole punch for math 
1 pkg. graph paper, 4 squares/inch, 3 hole punch 
1 ruler (12"), center holes 
1 pair of scissors, 5", pointed 
1 pkg. post it notes (3x3, yellow, 100 shts/pd) 

Parents: Each student is responsible for bringing #2 pencils, a pen and notebook paper to class 
daily. Parents are asked to check the student’s supply of these items on a regular basis.
